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Three-nation test planned
of phone translation system

0%AKA — Researchers from
Japan, the United States and
Germany will carry oul an
automatic telephone transla-
tion experiment Jan. 28,

The experiment will be
Jointly earried out by Japan’s
Advanced Telecommunica-
tions Research Institute In-
ternational with apother pro-
jeet  being developed by
Carncgle-Mellon University
of the U.8. and Siemens AG of
Germany, officials of the Jap-
anese institution said.

The system is reportedly
designed for a computer to
automatically translate con-
versations in one language to
another on international tele-
phone lines.

The researchers in the
three countrles will also test
the capabilities of the sys-
tems they bhave developed
scparately, the officialg gaid.

Calls of about 30 minutes
cach will be placed between
Japan and the U.S., Japan
and Germany, and Germany
and the U.S., using some 700
conversational expressions
thaé are to be translated, they
said.

“We want to help so that ev-
eryone will be able ta commu-
nicate with foreigners just as
easily as with Japancse. We
hope this experiment will be-
tome a milestone in the re-
scarch," an official said.
